Logical and scientific in its approach, the curriculum covers the history of computers, its accessories, applications and programming in a step-by-step and graded manner.

The whole new curriculum is supplemented with lucid illustrations, practical exercises, summaries and a variety of theories and lab exercises, to ensures a mastery over the concepts learnt. A lot of research and meticulous attention to detail have gone into the making of this curriculum. However, there is always scope for improvement. Constructive criticism and suggestions are always welcomed.


IT and Teacher’s Training

Teacher’s Training is an essential part of Sanjan Nagar’s academic policy and its priority to train the teachers with reference to modern information technology. To implement better training programs, Sanjan Nagar has an active membership with the iEARN and Intel Teach to the Future program.

Intel Teach to the Future® Program

Intel Teach to the Future® is an intensive mass training program designed to incorporate the advanced technologies inside the classrooms. The program is initiated by the technology giant Intel Corporation and sponsored by the Microsoft® Corporation to introduce innovation in education. The goal of the Intel® Teach to the Future program is to train one million teachers to promote project-based learning and effectively integrate the usage of computers into their existing curriculum, so that students will increase their learning and achievement by using latest technologies. The training consists of forty hours of hands-on instruction to be delivered via ten curricular modules. 

One of the teachers of Sanjan Nagar has been certified by Intel® Teach to the Future program as the Master Trainer for our school in 2002. All the other teachers of our school got one month’s training from her and had received the Participant Teacher’s certificate from Intel by working and finishing a pre-selected project.

The curriculum of computer sciences at Sanjan Nagar has been developed after keeping in mind the challenges of the 21st century in the field of information technology. The curriculum is composed while consulting the latest books published by renowned education publishers. The most common of them is Oxford Publications. Their books are followed and accepted throughout the world. Custom notes are prepared with the help of these books accompanied b relevant lab practices. Where applicable, each theoretical topic is explained via lab visit for practical implementation of the concept. For all senior classes separate theory and practical periods are scheduled.


Some modifications were made for better implementation in the project-based learning.

· Floppy diskettes were purchased for teachers to do work at home or school and continue work.

· Movie camera was arranged for recording some interviews, role-play, student’s work, etc for Intel projects and contest.

· In page was installed in 5 computers for Urdu and Islamiat teachers.
