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We need to save water wherever we are in our routine. Best possible   ways should be adopted and taught to the students and the whole community. 
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Water purification occurs in nature in several different ways
We need to learn and teach our community that soil and plants contribute to the ecosystem service of water purification. Healthy eco system surrounding the water body has to be ensured because they provide services to people that are essential to life. 

Students should know that when ecosystems are not healthy, some or all of the services they provide to people may be lost. Replacing these services is often completely beyond current technology, and even when we can replace them, it is usually prohibitively expensive to do so.

Historically, however, the vital role of natural ecosystem services has not been given much attention. Because they are "free" these services are sometimes thought of as "without value." Nothing could be farther from the truth. Ecosystem services are essential to life as we know it.
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Globally, there are many solutions which can be applied to almost every region of the world. These solutions mainly focus around 
· water management
· reuse
· behavioral practices including engineering practices

One of the solutions is mainly implemented in developed and industrialized nations, it’s called metering. The measurement of water use with a meter provides essential data for charging fees based on actual customer use. Billing customers based on their actual water use has been found to contribute directly to water conservations because people realize how valuable water is. Meters are also very helpful in detecting leaks throughout a water system.
